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student otherwise home schooled in a subject, who writes a provincial examination or standards 
test, remains ineligible to receive Manitoba Senior Years credits for that course.  

5. At no time will home-school registered students be enrolled in any Interlake School Division 
courses, school activities or extra-curricular programs. 

6. If a student ceases enrolment in the home school program, they may register in their designated 
school within their catchment area. Schools are responsible for setting assessment and evaluation 
criteria to determine grade placement or senior years credit standing for resident home school 
students wishing to enter the school system.
